The Earth's broad range of animal and plant life is known as biodiversity. The severe loss of biodiversity is probably
one of the greatest challenges of the modern era.  While some argue that preserving the Earth’s biodiversity is important
for its own sake, others argue that it is ultimately important for the survival of humankind. For example, rainforests, such
as the Amazon, are home to over half of the world’s life. However, deforestation*' could lead to a significant loss of
species over the next 50 years. In fact, it is estimated that up to 10% of tropical species in the rainforests are lost every ten
years. There could be medical and food security consequences connected to these losses.

Firstly, new developments in medicine are sometimes related to the medical properties of rainforest plant life. At this
point in time, the value that can be placed upon the millions of animal and plant species is yet unknown. However, a
species with little practical value today could prove to be of significant worth at some point in the future. It is now known
that over 1,300 rainforest plants have a medical usage, yet only one in a hundred plants has been researched and tested for
health-related attributes. In fact, many drugs have come from simple beginnings. [ 1 1, Novocaine, a local
anesthetic*? that was once widely used by dentists, has been produced synthetically for over 100 years, but it has its origins
in the coca plant. Turbocuarine, a muscle relaxant*® used in surgery, is derived from the bark of a South American
creeping vine. Imagine the new breakthrough drugs waiting to be found on the forest floor.

In addition to medical properties, biodiversity is also very impoftant for food security, Over 90% of the world’s rice is
grown in Asia. However, this food is grown using very few species of rice. If a disease or insect starts to affect one of
these rice species, it could have a major impact on the world’s food security. In contrast, a diverse range of foods reduces
the risk of food shortage. The greater the variety of foods that humans use, the less likely they are to face famine or
hardships from over-dependence upon a limited number of crops.

In an indirect sense, there are also compelling food security arguments for the preservation of biodiverse forests to
help fight global warming. The cutting and burning of rainforests has lead to the release of large quantities of carbon
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change then affects plants, which affects animals that depend upon the plants. These environmental changes lead to
many plant and animal species disappearing, including ones that are used for food. A dangerous downward spiral in
mankind’s food security could occur.  Consequently, we will need a diverse selection of species to overcome the challenge
of change in an uncertain future.

[ 2 1, we must recognize that some change is always likely. We should expect certain species to die out, while
others will grow more dominant. However, we live at a time when humans have the power to alter vast areas of our
planet. Therefore, we must not lose sight of the fact that biodiversity holds the key to medical progress and food

security. Once biodiversity is lost, it cannot be reclaimed,
